The STEM Discovery Centre is a unique education facility, developed in partnership with North 

Hertfordshire College, Airbus and the Hertfordshire LEP (Local Enterprise, to celebrate STEM and 

inspire young people to consider a career in Science, Technology, Engineering and Maths. 

On our trip the children will access three zones: 

• The Inspiration Zone where we will design our own rocket to launch outside. Which design 

will fly the highest? 

• The Exploration Zone where the children will get to explore lots of hands-on STEM activities, 

including exhibits on the themes of space, energy, materials, forces and magnetism. 

• The Creative Zone where we will watch a science show called ‘Could It Be Magic’ and take 

part in a scientific activity where the children will create their own slime!
