FOR NEW STARTER PARENTS

Starting school is a difficult time - not just for the
children! For a bit of moral support, all parents of
children starting into our Reception or new to the

Nursery Lunch Club : £4.05 per day (£2.00 for
home packed lunch and those entitled to FSM).

Please contact the
school office if you do not have your log in details.
