benefits listed below, in which case you may be entitled to 

register for Free School Meal Status.  
 

 Income Support 

 Income-based Jobseekers Allowance 

 Income-related Employment and Support Allowance 

 Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 

1999 

 The guaranteed element of State Pension Credit 

 Child Tax Credit (as long as you’re not also entitled to 

Working Tax Credit and you don't get more than £16,190 a 

year) 

 Working Tax Credit run-on (paid for 4 weeks after you stop 

qualifying for Working Tax Credit) 

 Universal Credit (with annual earned income of no more 

than £7,400 after tax and not including any benefits you 

get). 
 

If you think you are eligible or become eligible through the 

school year, either apply on line at 

www.hertsdirect.org/freeschoolmeals, or call 0300 123 4048, 

providing your National Insurance Number and date of birth.  

Alternatively, please contact the school office with these details 

and we can apply for you. 
 
For each child who is registered and eligible for free school meal 
status, the school will receive £1,320 Pupil Premium funding, 

which schools have the freedom to spend in a way they think will 

best support the raising of attainment for the most vulnerable 

pupils.

Attendance 
Children of school-age who are registered at a school must, 

by law, attend school regularly.

Please contact the office by phone, text or 

email by 10.00am on the first day of absence.  
 

If your child has an unavoidable appointment during the 

school day, please ensure you inform the school office 

beforehand. If the appointment means that your child will be 

late and your child requires a small meal, please ensure you 

book this in advance. 

 

Each parent with PR is individually responsible for their 
child’s attendance.
