times

e continue to avoid gathering at the school gate to chat at the start and end of the day

e continue to only send one adult to drop off or collect children.

As a reminder, your child should self-isolate and not come to school if they:
e have coronavirus symptoms or have tested positive
e live with someone who has symptoms or have tested positive

e are a close contact of someone who has tested positive

We'll continue to keep in touch if we update our plans or if we need to make changes due to new
government guidance.
