Your child needs your help and involvement! 

Please get involved by:
· Take your child to the library & get a book about the topic

· Encourage your child to help you with any cooking
· Look at recipes with your child 
· Investigate various foods and encourage your child to try foods unfamiliar to them

· Weigh food with your child and talk about foodstuffs using terms such as ‘heavier’ and ‘lighter’

· If you are ordering a take-away get your child involved in selecting dishes and looking through the menu

· Talk to your child about the days of the week-perhaps make a weekly plan with them drawing attention to activities that they do on a daily basis

· Look at shapes in the environment.  Talk about shape names and the properties of each shape (e.g. a triangle has 3 sides, all the sides of a square are the same)
